Message From the Spiritual Directors
When Father Joe and I began our role as Diocesan Spiritual Directors, we wrote in an article for the Prism:  “Spiritual Direction is described as accompanying one another on a journey – a journey of faith and awareness of what a loving God has called us to be and to do.  With our appointment as Spiritual Directors of the Diocesan Cursillo Community, we are well aware of accompanying our brothers and sisters on that journey.”

As we progress through Lent we can think of another journey to which Jesus looked forward with a passionate anticipation.  It was His ultimate journey to Jerusalem where He was to suffer, to die and to rise again.  It focused His entire public life.  It continues to focus His relationship to us as we journey to our own Jerusalem with its suffering death and resurrection.  The journey which is cursillo must be a constant reminder of that journey of the Messiah through all the countryside of Galilee and Judea, into the streets of Jerusalem and finally to the Way of the Cross to Calvary and an empty tomb.  

That journey must be our daily life as we call all around us to join as we accompany the Savior as He brings us to the final destination for each and all of us – to a place especially prepared for each of us.  The dynamic of the journey, the dynamic of our daily life is the living out of Jesus’ prayer for each of us that we will find in the liturgy of Holy Week.  It is beautifully contained in the Priestly Prayer of Christ which is the entire 17th Chapter of the Gospel of John.  “Father, may they be one, as we are one; may they be one in us.”  We are journeying to that unity which is Jesus’ dream for us, or better still, it is His dream that He dreams with us.  He accompanies us on the journey, as He is Himself the goal of the journey.  He is with us, as He promised, every step of the way.  

With very great deliberation may we be aware of one another as we walk our journey with Christ, and may we be equally aware of the need to call out to all around us to join the Lord on our journey with Him. “Make a friend; be a friend; bring a friend to Christ.”   Our small groups, the monthly Ultreya, our regular contact with a Spiritual Director (companion) are so many ways of keeping our attention firmly fixed on the Companion who brings us into one family, following His journey to eternal life.  May our lives as cursillistas move us into the main stream of church ministry in our parish communities and even deeper missions of ordained ministry and covenanted religious life.  

Enjoy the journey!  Oremus pro Invicem (Let us pray for one another) as we make our way through Lent and through life.  The journey ends in glory and enables us to bring our share of Christ’s peace to today’s world.   De Colores!

(Estimated drive time from Rochester is 1 hr 20 minutes)

From Rt. 390 South to Exit #4 “Dansville/Hornell”, go right off ramp on to Rt. 36S. Follow for approximately 16 miles.  Cross over Main Street and take a left onto Elm St.  Continue with directions below. 
Coming from the South:

(Estimated drive time from Corning is 45 minutes)

Take Rt. 86 West and Exit #34S, merge on to Rt. 36S. Follow into downtown Hornell.  Cross over Main Street and take a left onto Elm St.  Continue with directions below
Coming from the East:

(Estimated drive time from Geneva is 1 hr 40 minutes, Penn Yan is 1 hr 15 minutes)

Take Rt. 54 South into Bath. Junction with Rt. 86 West and Exit #34S, merge on to Rt. 36S. Follow into downtown Hornell.  Cross over Main Street and take a left onto Elm St.  Continue with directions below.

Once on Elm Street in Hornell, follow for 2 blocks and watch for the Cursillo signs on your LEFT. The parking lot is on the corner of Center Street. The church is across Elm Street on your right and the school is in front of the parking lot across Center Alley.

Top Ten Challenges for Introspection for the Cursillista
Paul in 2nd Corinthians 13:5 preached "Examine yourselves to whether you are in the faith. Test yourselves. Seek... and you know that Jesus is in you. The following ten questions formed a starting point for one novice Cursillista to "examine" how well his walk with Christ was progressing. Perhaps this short review may help you focus as you assess and elevate your spiritual growth as you progress through your life's journey.. ... 

10) How do we reenergize the passion that began at our first Cursillo weekend and keep it fresh and alive? 

9) How can we foster an' even deeper personal relationship with our Lord, Jesus Christ? And as we grow closer, are we sharing these increments of "grace" with others along our "walk"? 

8)How do we surrender ourselves to "God's will be done"? 

7)Are we continuing to make new friends, and to bring these friends to Christ? 

6) Do we project a Christlike model to our family, to our workplace, and to our social life? How can we help God's message permeate the "Marketplace"? 

5) What deliberate changes do you bring to that environment? Are you planting seeds of change for yourself and others? 

4)Has our prayer life evolved and helped us become more reverent and closer to our brother, Jesus? Are our prayer requests weighted to help others before our own needs? 

3) What initiatives can we investigate to foster more participation and stewardship in our parishes?  How can we take bold steps to cross our comfort threshold to evangelize and bring Jesus's message of comfort to those in need? 

2) Do we search deeply for the "face of God's goodness in others” (even our adversaries) , and more importantly, can others see a glimmer of the "face of God" in each of us? 

1 ) As we ready ourselves to face our final reward, will God warm our hearts with words like "Well done good and faithful servant!" ? 

Perhaps these introspections can provide a positive direction and an accountability factor as we grow in our faith.  We pray that if just one of these ideas spurs your motivation to venture closer to Him, or it spotlights a new initiative to share at Ultreya, then the "seed" has been planted. Then His "path" for you will become more lucid.
