DIRECTIONS TO BISHOP KEARNEY HIGH SCHOOL – Site Women’s #75

ADDRESS:  125 Kings Highway North, Rochester 14617.  Please bring this sheet with you and familiarize yourself with the details.  Any questions, contact 585-727-4866 (Bobbi Lavoie cell).  Thanks.

Coming from East:

Take 104 West across Bay Bridge; Goodman Street is 2nd exit after crossing the bridge; turn right…*

OR Take 490 West to 590 North (see below)

Coming from South:

Take 390 North to 590 North; Follow 590 N to Exit 10A (104 West); Goodman Street is 2nd exit; turn right…*

Coming from West:

Take 390 North to Ridgeway Avenue exit; turn right… Continue on Ridgeway past Lake Avenue where it turns into 104 East (near Veteran’s Bridge); stay on 104 to Goodman Street exit (just past Hospital); turn left…*

* ALL

Take Goodman Street NORTH (2nd light will be Ridge Road).  Cross over Ridge and Goodman becomes Kings Highway North.  Bishop Kearney is #125 and on your left.  Turn into parking lot entrance (one-way) and follow signs

THURSDAY NIGHT:  Please park in the middle of the lot or at the back since school is in session on Friday.  Sponsors/Team: you can drop off luggage in the “CANDIDATE REGISTRATION/LUGGAGE DROP-OFF” area and then move your car so others may use this convenient space.  REGISTRATION ENTRANCE will be marked – it’s the west corner door.  Proceed down the steps to elevator and follow instructions to access the 3rd floor.  

If staying over to help in the kitchen or with the Site Team, DO NOT bring your luggage upstairs.  Come to the Kitchen Welcome Center and sign in.  You will be given a room assignment on the SOUTH SIDE of the building, which has a separate entrance/special procedures.

KITCHEN ACCESS & LAS MANANITAS:  During the weekend, the NORTH door (ramped on the north side of the school) will be the entrance door for the elevator.  Please follow instructions posted to access the 3rd floor.  On Friday, please be aware that school is in session until 3:30.

HOLY HOUR:  If coming for the Holy Hour on Saturday night at 7 PM, you will get off on the 2nd floor for the School Chapel.  

LAS MANANITAS:  Join the team at 6 am on Sunday morning (please plan to stay and help the kitchen with breakfast preparations – this is special palanca).

CLOSING MASS:  Gather at 3:30-3:45 for break-in and Mass @ 4:00.  This entrance is the second set of doors behind the school.  You will proceed up one set of stairs and turn right to enter the Auditorium.

Please DO NOT COME UPSTAIRS to the 3rd floor on Sunday unless you are part of the cleanup or kitchen crew.  Sponsors will pick up luggage after the closing and the community will also have an opportunity to view the “renovated space” at that time.

HANDICAP ENTRANCE:  Elevator access at all times is through the ramp on the north side of the building.  There are only 2 parking spaces on that side but more in the western part of the parking lot where the luggage drop off area is.  If you are not traveling by yourself, have driver drop you off and then move car to the middle of the parking lot.  Thanks.

REFLECTIONS ON 2005
As 2005 draws to a close, I have been reflecting on and savoring memories of Cursillo activity in the Rochester Diocese over the past year.  They include:

· Mens’s #79 in January occurred after a flurry of efforts in late 2004 to prepare the Bishop Kearney (BK) facility.  A snowstorm challenged those hoping to work in the kitchen!

· In Feb. Women’s #74 took place at BK.  It was also the month that the Rochester Cursillo group internet connection was created @yahoogroups.com to facilitate Rochester Cursillo communication efforts.

· On March 6th the Cursillo community gathered at St. Michael’s, Penn Yan for joint Fourth Day talks by presenters from M#79 and W#74.

· In April a Region III team came to BK for a Cursillo Leaders Workshop II (CLW II), a follow-up to the Oct., 2004 CLW I at Watson Homestead, Painted Post, NY.

· May 2005 saw new leadership selected for Secretariat positions being vacated.

· Cursillistas gathered for a September picnic in Dansville, NY. 

· Men’s #80 took place at BK in November.  Many rookies and veterans volunteered time and talent for a wonderful kitchen experience.

There will be new opportunities to participate in Cursillo activities in 2006.  W’s # 75 is scheduled for Jan. 26-29 at BK, a joint Fourth Day for M’s #80 and W’s #75 is planned for Feb. 12th at St Mary of the Lake on Watkins Glen, and a CEW will take place March 11th in Bath, NY.

The Geneva Ultreya continues to thrive.  An Ultreya Center has been started in Bath, NY.  A faithful contingent gathers at the Dansville Ultreya.  The Rochester Ultreya draws folks from a broad geographical area.  It is a wonderful place to connect.  There is hope that 2006 will see revived Ultreya activity in the Corning/Elmira area.

One can expect positive sharing, laughter, support, affirmation, camaraderie, warm hugs, and spiritual energy whenever and wherever Cursillistas gather. SOME TALK THE TALK, BUT MAY STUMBLE WALKING THE TALK

A man was being tailgated by a stressed-out woman on a busy boulevard. Suddenly, the light turned yellow, just in front of him.  He did the right thing, stopping at the crosswalk, even though he could have beaten the red light by accelerating through the intersection.

The tailgating woman hit the roof, and the horn, screaming in frustration as she missed her chance to get through the intersection with him.  As she was still in mid-rant, she heard a tap on her window and looked up into the face of a very serious police officer.

The officer ordered her to exit her car with her hands up.  He took her to the police station where she was searched, fingerprinted, photographed and placed in a cell.

After a couple of hours, a policeman approached the cell and opened the door.  She was escorted back to the booking desk where the arresting officer was waiting with her personal effects.

He said, “I’m very sorry for this mistake.  You see, I pulled up behind your car while you were blowing your horn, flipping the guy off in front of you and cussing a blue streak at him.  I noticed the ‘What Would Jesus Do” bumper sticker, the ‘Follow Me to Sunday School’ bumper sticker and the chrome-plated fish emblem on the trunk. Naturally, I assumed you had stolen the car.”

Bringing about Change
We are inundated with advertisements everyday that are designed to sell products by programming us into believing what we should want to have and what we should be in order to be considered successful. Over the years, we have defined who we are and what we are based upon day to day experiences. Society often asks us to compare ourselves with others. How we are perceived by others and how we perceive ourselves can be a source of real anxiety. Self worth, dignity and self-esteem are certainly important to all of us. So how do balance our perceptions with our call to be a Christian? How should we think about ourselves and others as Christians? As we move within our environments, we are called to love one another, to see Christ in everyone, even ourselves! This isn’t always easy to do. 

Have you ever tried to change a personal habit? I mean something you really want to do. You know it would benefit you and you would grow from it but you just can’t do it. Maybe you want to loose weight, watch less TV, grow in a given direction but you just can’t sustain the momentum required to make the change stick. How do you feel when this happens? The fact is we are creatures of habit. We need to really want to change to make it happen. 

So how do you bring about change in others? If it is so hard to bring about change in our own lives, how do think about bringing about change in others? Do you consistently nag until change happens? Do you just tell someone what they should do and move on? Well, I don’t have the answers on how to bring about change in another person. That should be left to professionals in the area of health care and spiritual directors. But for myself, I use prayer and self mortification. I need to get down on my knees, free myself from guilt by attending confession, and keep a desire in my heart to be more like Christ. 

For me, New Years resolutions come and go. The ideal of wanting to get to heaven and take as many of my family and friends with me has lived on since M-66. Seeing Christ in everyone around me is one of those challenges that gets right in my face. It can be difficult to maintain an open own mind and heart and be accepting of all our brothers and sisters. For Christ’s sake, we have to be willing to change! We have to be willing to sacrifice if we want to grow and let Him live in us. We have to want to live in peace in a world consumed with war and hatred and exploitation, if we want to have Christ’s presence felt.

We are all so different. We do not all have the same kind of gifts, talents, treasure or time to share but we should not be jealous of each other. Each of us can perform a service for all by perfecting the gifts we have received. There is so much need in this world, it mandates that we need to work together to accomplish all that needs to be done for Him.

So in a very healthy way, we must define who we are. What position do we think we hold in our environments? Are we acting with humility? Are we working to serve God or ourselves? As we enter into this season of renewal, can we reflect on our own lives and gain a sense of humility? Getting “calibrated” and realizing that we are servants, is crucial in our spiritual journey.  In (Matthew 18:1-4) we see this “calibration” taking place nearly two thousand years ago:

The disciples came to Jesus, saying: Who is the greater in the kingdom of heaven? And Jesus calling unto him a little child, set him in the midst of them, and said: Amen I say to you, unless you be converted, and become as little children, you shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, he is the greater in the kingdom of heaven”.

Jesus teaches the disciples and all mankind throughout the ages using a loving and gentle response. He teaches with a great example as to how we are to behave. He teaches with a gentle peaceful way.

If we are going to become great in the kingdom, and build the kingdom, we have to be servants to each other. What greater way to be a servant leader than by sharing your time, talent and treasure with the Cursillo movement.
